KidTrax utilizes special bar-coded ID cards that are scanned each time an individual enters and 
leaves a youth center, providing a complete log of time and attendance without the need for 
paper sing-in sheets or manual data entry.  Youth facilities can then retrieve that data in the 
form of reports designed to aid in program development and provide easy access to 
information. Jefferson County Public Schools in Louisville, Kentucky uses this KidTrax card to 
improve the process of importing the KidTrax attendance information into their data warehouse 
for correlation with student’s academic records.  By bridging the data, they measure the 
academic impact of after-school programs in their district. Furthermore, the card is an ID card, 
library card, and bus card.  It is a one card ‘fits all’.
